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1. INTRODUCTION

The Remote LCD Panel (RLP) provides metering functions of UPS status from a remote location and mimics the LCD display on the front of the UPS system.

The remote panel is connected to the UPS by twisted pair shielded cable and requires 2 pairs to operate.  The recommended type of conductor is 18-20AWG copper.  The maximum recommended distance is 1000 meters between the remote panel and the UPS and is dependant on the quality of the cable used. 

INSTALLATION

Installation Instructions

	1.
	Shutdown UPS as per operation instructions.



	2.
	Connect UPS and Remote Panel via a RS-485 (terminal strip) with user supplied twisted pair cable.  



	3.
	Start up UPS as per operation instructions.




Provides metering functions of UPS status, in a remote location.

Remote display will automatically scroll through all readings (approx. 2 second intervals).
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	Utility Light:
	Indicates that the utility input is in normal condition.

	Bypass Light:
	Indicates that the source of electrical load is supplied directly from the utility, through the bypass.

	Inverter Light:
	Indicates that the output power supply has passed the inverter to load status.

	Backup Mode Light:
	Indicates backup mode is active.

	Fault Light:
	Indicates that there is a functional problem with the UPS.

	Battery Capacity Light:
	Indicates the remaining percentage of battery capacity.

	Load Capacity Light:
	Indicates the load value as a percentage.


Meter readings will automatically scroll to display in order:

1. Output voltage

2. Input voltage

3. Input frequency

4. Output frequency

5.    Environmental temperature inside the UPS

2. DISPLAY

Connections from Remote LCD to UPS:

Use two sets of twisted pair shielded cable.

Two terminal strips have been provided, one on the remote LCD panel and the other on the back of

the UPS system (see diagram right).

Connect terminal A to A, B to B, C to C and D to D as well as the shielding to the terminal provided and shown.

A (Data+);

B (Data-); 

C (DC-); 

D (DC+); 

Shield (Shield)
